Coach’s comment : Must be 2 handed touch 
Morgan Revell  100 IM  Non simultaneous touch Breaststroke
Rule: At each turn and at the finish of the race, the touch shall be made with both hands simultaneously at, above, or below the water level.
Alaw O’Rourke  100 IM  Turned onto front when finishing the back
Coach’s Comment :  Remember this is a Backstroke finish not a Backstroke turn when starting the Breaststroke phase.

Dylan Skym       100 IM  Alternating Kick in the Butterfly Phase

Jonah Williamson-Evans (also for the DQ in the 100m butterfly)
Rule: All up and down movements of the legs must be simultaneous. The legs or the feet need not be on the same level, but they shall not alternate in relation to each other. A breaststroke kicking movement is not permitted. 

James Payne       100 IM  faulty Kick 

This will relate to the Breaststroke kick, 

Rule : All movements of the legs shall be simultaneous and on the same horizontal plane without alternating movement.
Cai Elgood    100m IM Moving at start
Morgan Revell 100m Breaststroke
Rule: Any swimmer starting before the starting signal has been given, shall be disqualified

This is seen as any movement, swimmers must stay still on the block/side or in the water after the starter has said “take your marks” until the race starts.

Isaac Ayres  100m Backstroke Turned off Back at finish 
Rule: Upon the finish of the race the swimmer must touch the wall while on the back in his/her respective lane.   
Luca Tedaldi 100m Backstroke  Left the wall on the front after the turn.
Swimmer must stay on the back, the only time the swimmer is allowed to turn onto the front is when starting a turn, after the turn the swimmer must be on the side or back.
Shannon Sayer 100m Breaststroke  Broke stroke.
Rule: From the beginning of the first arm stroke after the start and after each turn, the body shall be on the breast. It is not permitted to roll onto the back at any time. From the start and throughout the race the stroke cycle must be one arm stroke and one leg kick in that order. All movements of the arms shall be simultaneous and on the same horizontal plane without alternating movement. 
Dylan Skym      100 m Breaststroke   Alternating Kick
Iestyn Watson  Dolphin kick at end of stroke kick

Lewis Drakley  unknown what DQ for
Coach’s comment : All 3 DQ’s appear to be for the kick 

Rule: All movements of the legs shall be simultaneous and on the same horizontal plane without alternating movement. 
Rule:  The feet must be turned outwards during the propulsive part of the kick.  A scissors, flutter or downward butterfly kick is not permitted
James Payne  50m Butterfly  Arms not clearing the water.

Coaches Comment: arms must go over the water, this will come as the stroke develops.

Kieron Owen  100m Freestyle  wearing 2 costumes

Coach’s comments: You cannot wear 2 costumes, it holds your body tighter and could aid buoyancy it is seen to be an unfair advantage. 
In general, I’m not overly concerned with these DQ’s as a lot relate to areas that I would not expect a new swimmer to be well rehearsed in , these areas will be amended as the swimmers learns the stroke.
